Born in Louisiana in 1902, Theodore Ward was a pioneer among African-American
playwrights. At the age of 12 he walked the rails north, working his way across America
as a bellhop and bootblack, before writing over 30 plays including his most famous
Our Lan' which enjoyed a successful and award-winning run on Broadway.

In 1937, his first major work, Big White Fog, opened amid controversy in Chicago. In
1938, Ward co-founded The Negro Playwrights Company in New York alongside Paul
Robeson, Langston Hughes, Richard Wright and other prominent black dramatists.
Their first production at The Lincoln Theatre was Big White Fog.
